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SYNOPSES

The present number is a special issue on the grand meeting of JSCE held in May, 1966 with
Sapporo City as the center.

The 52 nd regular general meeting was held as from 2.00 p.m. on the 27 th May, 1966 in Sapporo
City and the business and settlement of accounts reports for 1965 were presented on this occasion.

In this general meeting 3 persons were norminated for honorary member and the JSCE Technical
Prize which was newly established in connection with the two construction works - construction of
the New Tokaido line and that of the fourth Power Plant of the Kurobe-gawa was awarded to
them. The meritorious deed prize was awarded to Drs. Kiyoharu Utsumi and Masatsugu Suzuki.
Two monographs by Mr. Taizo Hayashi and Mr. Koichi Kubo were chosen for the prize and
3 monographs by Messrs. Kenji Ishihara, Hideo Nakamura and Kenzo Toki were chosen for the
monograph encouragement prize and the Yoshida Prize relating to concrete was awarded to Mr.
Yuzo Akatsuka. The general lecture meeting was held in the Clark Assembly Hall during the
beforenoon of the 28th, May and 3 lectures were delivered. As from the afternoon of the 28 th
over to the evening of the 29th, the 21 st Annual Technical Meeting was held divided into 12 class
rooms of 5 places of meeting and 616 lectures were published.

The social meeting was held splendidly as from 6.00 p.m. of the 28th May with 300 participants.
The inspection trip was conducted in 3 groups as from the night of the 29th over to the 31st
inspecting various places of Hokkaido.
